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The claimant appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed November 16, 1994, which dismissed the claimant's appeal from two determinations dated September 20, and September 23,  1994 on the basis that the appeal, dated October 19, 1994, was filed untimely without good cause.

Upon a complete review of the record, including review of the hearing tape, we conclude there is no reason to disturb the decision of the Tribunal.   The claimant filed his appeal late because he wanted to get another doctor's statement.  Also because he knew he was to be laid off soon and planned to return to his home in California.  Those were the only reasons he gave in the hearing. After hearing those reasons, the Tribunal did ask if he had any other reasons for filing his appeal late, to which he replied in the negative.  In his appeal to the Department, the claimant brings up the additional reason that he was working long hours and thus prevented from filing his appeal timely.  We will not now consider that argument, as it was not brought before the Tribunal and was not apparently a serious barrier to filing a timely appeal by mail.

We find no material errors in the Tribunal's findings of fact.  The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts.  The claimant has not established circumstances beyond his control caused the late filing of his appeal from the two determinations. That is the standard required in AS 23.20.340 (e).   Therefore we will adopt the Tribunal's findings, conclusion, and decision.

The decisions of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal entered in this matter are AFFIRMED. The claimant's appeal remains dismissed as untimely filed.
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
