DECISION OF THE COMMISSIONER

The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed September 20, 2001. That decision affirmed a determination denying benefits under AS 23.20.379. Benefits were denied on the holding that the claimant voluntarily quit suitable work without good cause.

We have reviewed the entire record in this case including the tape of the hearing. On appeal to the Department, the claimant contends that she paid into her unemployment insurance and therefore should not be denied. She also states "I will be sending medical documentation stating that it was in my best interest to have terminated my employment after the fact that I have quit my job."  No such document has been received.

We find no material errors in the Tribunal’s findings. The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. The claimant quit her job announcing to the employer that she was moving to Nome to get away from her husband. She did not move to Nome. Further, the employer was willing to accommodate her needs by giving her additional time off or helping in other ways. She thus has not shown her reason for quitting was compelling. 

Though the claimant does pay into the pool that funds her unemployment benefits, as does the employer, she still must meet certain conditions to qualify for benefits. One of the conditions is that a claimant has not quit suitable work without good cause. The claimant will be eligible for benefits after the six-week disqualification period imposed by this decision, provided she meets other qualifying provisions.

The Department adopts the Tribunal’s findings, conclusion, and decision. The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the period shown.

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
