ORDER DENYING REOPENING

A hearing was re-scheduled for and held in this matter on September 24, 2003.
Mr. Flesey failed to be call in to this Appeal Tribunal and give a phone number where he could be reached for participation in the scheduled hearing. Despite his non-participation in the hearing, the hearing was held on September 24, 2003.
The appellant requested reopening of the hearing on October 24, 2003.
Under 8 AAC 85.153(f), a hearing may be reopened at a party's request only if the party failed to appear because of circumstances beyond the party's control. In his faxed letter dated October 24, 2003, 

Mr. Flesey stated only that he was “unable to attend the hearing because I had no phone and was not able to get to a phone at the prearranged time.” 

Mr. Flesey has not given any specific reason inability to get to a phone to participate in the hearing; he has, therefore, not established that circumstances beyond his control prevented his attending the scheduled hearing. Mr. Flesey’s request to reopen is not granted.


APPEAL RIGHTS
This decision is final unless an appeal is filed to the Commissioner of Labor within 30 days after the decision is mailed to each party.  The appeal period may be extended only if the appeal is delayed by circumstances beyond the party's control.  A statement of appeal rights and procedures is enclosed.
