ORDER GRANTING REOPENING

The interested employer, Computer Connections, appealed a notice of determination issued on December 4, 2003, which allowed the claimant benefits, finding the disqualifying provisions of      AS 23.20.379 did not apply to this case.

The Appeal Tribunal scheduled a hearing in the matter for December 30, 2003. Notice of the hearing was mailed to the claimant, and also the interested employer at their respective addresses of record. The employer’s notice of hearing was returned to the Employment Security Division. Importantly, an incorrect forwarding address was affixed by the post office to the envelope containing the notice of hearing. 

In a letter dated January 4, 2004, Mr. Mark Bowden for the interested employer requested reopening of the hearing. He indicated he had not received the notice of hearing in this matter and that he had had a problem with receiving all of his mail.

Under AS 23.20.420 and 8 AAC 85.153, a hearing may be reopened only if a party failed to appear because of circumstances beyond the party's control. 

The employer did not receive notice of hearing in this matter. The mailing address used by the post office to forward the employer’s mail was incorrect. Because the employer did not get proper notice of the hearing in this matter through no fault of theirs, the request to reopen the matter is ALLOWED.
