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STATEMENT OF THE CASE

On April 21, 2008, the claimant filed a timely appeal against a determination that denied unemployment benefits under AS 23.20.379. The issue before the Tribunal is whether the claimant voluntarily quit suitable work without good cause or was discharged for misconduct connected to the work.

FINDINGS OF FACT

The claimant worked for the employer on November16, 2007.  He was hired to work full time at $11 per hour.  He was told during the interview process that the job paid $11 to $15 per hour. The claimant was paid $18.50 in a previous job.  The claimant believed that he was to be receiving $15 per hour in this job.
About three hours after reporting to work, the claimant learned that he was only getting $11 per hour.  He asked the foreman and was told that he would be evaluated after thirty days.  His pay could then increase based upon the evaluation.  
The claimant did not discuss the matter further with any person associated with the employer.  He left at lunch and did not return. The employer attempted to reach the claimant when he failed to return from lunch.  He did not return the calls he received from the employer after he did not return from lunch.
STATUTORY PROVISIONS

AS 23.20.379. Voluntary quit, discharge for misconduct, and refusal of work.

(a)
An insured worker is disqualified for waiting‑week credit or benefits for the first week in which the insured worker is unemployed and for the next five weeks of unemployment following that week if the insured worker

(1) left the insured worker's last suitable work voluntarily  
without good cause; or
(2) was discharged for misconduct connected with the insured 
worker's last work.

8 AAC 85.095. Voluntary Quit, discharge for misconduct, and refusal of work.

(c)
Good cause for voluntarily leaving work under AS 23.20.379(a)(1) includes

(1)
leaving work for reasons that would compel a reasonable and prudent person of normal sensitivity, exercising ordinary common sense, to leave work; the reasons must be of such gravity that the individual has no reasonable alternative but to leave work;

(2)
leaving work to accompany or join a spouse or maintain a family unit in a location from which it is impractical to commute to that work, so long as the decision to leave work was reasonable in view of all the facts, no reasonable alternative existed to leaving work, and the worker's actions were in good faith and consistent with a genuine desire of retaining employment; and
(3) leaving unskilled employment to attend a vocational training 
program approved by the director under AS 23.20.382, only 
if the individual enters that training upon separating from 
work.


(d)
“Misconduct connected with the insured worker’s work” as used in 


AS 23.20.379(a)(2) means



(1)
a claimant’s conduct on the job, if the conduct shows a 



wilful and wanton disregard of the employer’s interest, as a 



claimant might show, for example, through gross or repeated 


negligence, wilful violation of reasonable work rules, or 



deliberate violation or disregard of standards of behavior that 


the employer has the right to expect of an employee; wilful 



and wanton disregard of the employer’s interest does not 



arise solely from inefficiency, unsatisfactory performance as 



the result of inability or incapacity, inadvertence, ordinary 



negligence in isolated instances, or good faith errors in 



judgment or discretion; or


(2)
a claimant’s conduct off the job, if the conduct




(A)
shows a wilful and wanton disregard of the employers 




interest; and




(B)
either





(i)
has a direct and adverse impact on the 






employer’s interest; or





(ii)
makes the claimant unfit to perform an essential 




task of the job.

CONCLUSION

In Ostrowski, Comm’r Dec. 01 0437, June 11, 2001, the Commissioner affirmed the standard to apply in voluntary leaving work issues. The Commissioner held:

The Department has consistently held that once having voluntarily quit, it is the burden of the claimant to establish good cause for quitting. Fogleson, Comm'r Dec. 8822584, February 28, 1989. The basic definition of good cause is circumstances so compelling in nature as to leave the individual no reasonable alternative but to quit at the time he did. A compelling circumstance is one such that the reasonable and prudent person would be justified in quitting his job under similar circumstances. Therefore, the definition of good cause contains two elements: the reason for the quit must be compelling, and the worker must exhaust all reasonable alternatives before quitting. Missall, Comm'r Dec. 8924740, April 17, 1990.

The claimant may have considered the lesser pay a compelling reason to leave employment.  However, he failed to pursue any alternative to leaving work.  He did not discuss his pay beyond learning that he was being paid $11 per hour.
It is the conclusion of the Appeal Tribunal that the claimant voluntarily quit work without good cause.

DECISION

The notice of determination issued in this matter on April 16, 2008, is AFFIRMED. The claimant is denied benefits for the weeks ending 
November 17, 2007 through December 22, 2007. The maximum payable benefits remain reduced by three times the weekly benefit amount, and the claimant is ineligible for the receipt of extended benefits.  The claimant is obligated to repay the overpayment set in conjunction with the decision of April 16, 2008.
APPEAL RIGHTS

This decision is final unless an appeal is filed to the Commissioner of Labor and Workforce Development within 30 days of the date of the decision. The appeal period may be extended only if the appeal is delayed by circumstances beyond the party's control. A statement of appeal rights and procedures is enclosed.
