     ORDER DENYING REOPENING

The interested employer timely appealed a notice of determination issued September 14, 2009, which found the claimant eligible for unemployment insurance benefits. 

An appeal hearing was scheduled for November 16, 2009 at 8:00 a.m. Both the employer and claimant were notified of the date and time of hearing by mail on November 3, 2009. 

The employer called the Appeal Tribunal office and provided its telephone number for participation in the scheduled hearing. The claimant did not call with a telephone number to participate in the hearing. 

Since the employer was the appellant, a hearing was held resulting in the Appeal Tribunal decision issued in the matter on November 23, 2009.    

On February 2, 2010, the Appeals Tribunal received a letter from the claimant that was her second request for reopening of this matter. In her letter she  states in part that:  “Due to not getting notice of the hearing date and not being able to let my side of the situation be heard.” 
Under 8 AAC 85.153(f), a hearing may be reopened at a party's request only if the party failed to appear because of circumstances beyond the party's control. A hearing may be reopened if a party requests reopening within ten days of the date of the hearing and if a circumstance beyond the control of the party caused the failure to appear.  AS 23.20.415 and 8 AAC 85.153.

There are no facts accompanying the claimant’s request to reopen her hearing that provide a circumstance beyond her control to explain her non-appearance. Therefore, the Appeal Tribunal holds the claimant’s request to reopen this case must be DENIED.

APPEAL RIGHTS

This decision is final unless an appeal is filed to the Commissioner of Labor within 30 days after the decision is mailed to each party.  The appeal period may be extended only if the appeal is delayed by circumstances beyond the party's control. A statement of appeal rights and procedures is enclosed.
