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On February 16, 1988, Mr. Gay appealed to me from an October 13, 1987 decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal. Therein, the division's determination denying benefits pursuant to AS 23.20.379 was upheld. In appeal, Mr. Gay states that his appeal is late because he hoped to get work before now, and he feels that he "got the stick at Blue Room."


Under AS 23.20.435(a), appeal to me is a matter of right if the decision of the Tribunal reverses or modifies the determination of the division. In all other cases, further appeal is permitted only at my discretion.


Mr. Gay's appeal to me was filed 121 days beyond the 15-day appeal period provided for under AS 23.20.430. Further, the appeal contains no facts which were not or could not have been presented to the Appeal Tribunal prior to entry of its decision. Lastly, I have examined this matter and have found no prejudicial error in fact finding or application of law. For these reasons, and as provided for under the above-cited statute, I choose not to

accept Mr. Gay's appeal.


Accordingly, the appeal is DENIED.


FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-.570 and the Rules of Appellate

Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30 day period, this decision is final.
