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The claimant appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed June 10, 1993, which affirmed a determination denying unemployment insurance benefits for the period April 4, 1993 through April 17, 1993 under AS 23.20.375 and 8 AAC 85.100.


The record in this case has been reviewed, and the claimant's contentions on appeal have been considered.  No material errors in the Tribunal's findings have been found.  The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. 


It is certainly unfortunate that the claimant suffered a death in his family, and it is understandable that he would make an emergency trip out of state for the funeral.  That would excuse the filing of a claim form for a few days, but in this case his filing was delayed a week and a half because he forgot to take the claim form with him, and did not consider contacting a local office in the area to get help in filing a claim. We therefore will not disturb the decision of the Tribunal. 


The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal entered in this matter is AFFIRMED.


FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
