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DECISION OF THE COMMISSIONER OF LABOR

The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed March 27, 1998. That decision dismissed the claimant's appeal as untimely filed. 

On appeal to the Department the claimant states only that he feels it unfair that he could not get a decision on the issue of his pension deduction. 

We find no material errors in the Tribunal's findings, after a review of the entire record. The facts show the claimant delayed a month in filing his appeal. He got the determination somewhat late because it had to be forwarded to him in California from his home in Anchorage. He then assumed he had 30 days from the date of receipt to file his appeal. The appeal rights on the notice advised the determination became final after 30 days.

The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts.  No good cause for the late appeal is established. The Department therefore adopts the Tribunal's findings, conclusion, and decision.

The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal dismissing the appeal is AFFIRMED. 

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in 

AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
