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The claimant timely appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed April 8, 1999. That decision dismissed the claimant's appeal as untimely filed under AS 23.20.340. The issue before the Department is whether the initial appeal can be considered timely filed, or if the delay was due to circumstances beyond the claimant's control.

We have reviewed the record in this case, and have considered the claimant's contentions on appeal. The claimant argues that she never received the written determination that was mailed on October 15, 1998. She also asserts that when she was told over the phone that she would be denied benefits for six weeks due to her voluntary leaving of work but did not get written confirmation, she ". .  . believed my reason for quitting was found valid." In addition, she contends she had problems after she moved with getting items forwarded from her old address.

We find no material errors in the Tribunal's findings. The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. The claimant was advised by telephone she would be denied benefits due to the reasons she left work. The disqualification was affirmed in writing in a determination that was mailed to her correct address - her new address. She was denied benefits for several weeks that would have been noticeable if she was filing claims. The evidence fails to show that circumstances beyond the claimant's control caused her untimely appeal. The Department therefore adopts the Tribunal's findings, conclusion, and decision.

The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal dismissing the claimant's appeal as untimely is AFFIRMED. As the appeal is dismissed, no consideration can be given to the issue under appeal.
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
