The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed June 1, 2000. That decision reversed a determination allowing benefits under AS 23.20.379. The Tribunal denied benefits on the holding that the claimant was discharged due to misconduct connected with her work.

We have reviewed the entire record in this case including the tape of the hearing. On appeal to the Department, the claimant attempts to introduce new evidence that was not before the Tribunal or presented at the hearing. We will not accept such new evidence at this time. The claimant chose not to attend the hearing and did not request reopening. We note the hearing was rescheduled one time so the claimant could get representation for the hearing.

We find no material errors in the Tribunal's findings based on sworn testimony given by the employer. The evidence shows the claimant violated sales procedures and mishandled company funds. She gave the employer no reasonable explanation. The rebuttal she gave in her appeal to the department is neither sworn nor subject to cross-examination. The best evidence is that which was presented at the hearing. The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. The Department therefore adopts the Tribunal's findings, conclusion, and decision.

The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the period shown.
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
