The claimant appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed December 24, 2001. That decision dismissed the appeal as the claimant failed to appear at the hearing scheduled for December 24, 2001. The claimant's appeal to the Department was filed in a letter dated March 7, 2002. 

The decision under appeal was mailed to the claimant at his correct address of record. Appeal rights printed on the decision informed the claimant he had 30 days to appeal if he disagreed with the decision. In his appeal to the department, the claimant gives no explanation as to why his appeal is filed late. We note there is a statement in the record indicating the claimant called the tribunal office on January 7, 2002 and was given instructions on how to request reopening of the appeal hearing. The notes also state "Advised he had to get reopen in ASAP." 

The claimant's appeal in this case was filed over two months after the decision was issued to him. He has given no explanation for the late filing of his appeal. Under the provisions of 

AS 23.20.430, we must dismiss the appeal as untimely filed. Good cause for the lengthy delay has not been established.

The appeal to the Department is DISMISSED as untimely filed. Because the determination has become final the Department has no jurisdiction to consider the issues under appeal. Benefits remain denied for the period shown.

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in   AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
