DECISION OF THE COMMISSIONER

The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed September 5, 2002 that affirmed a determination denying benefits under AS 23.20.379. The issue is whether the claimant voluntarily quit suitable work with good cause.

On appeal to the Department, the claimant contends that he has other information about his case and he was not prepared for the initial hearing, as he did not understand his rights.

We have reviewed the entire record in this case including the tape of the hearing. At the beginning of the hearing the Tribunal explained the procedures and the issue to be heard. The claimant represented himself, as did the owner of the business. Both were given a full opportunity for a fair hearing. We will not remand this case for further hearing.

We find no material errors in the Tribunal’s findings. The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. The claimant quit his job immediately after another cook quit. He felt he was not getting enough help in the kitchen, but the employer rebutted that contention. Further, the claimant did not give the employer an opportunity to adjust – he simply quit with no notice. The Department therefore adopts the Tribunal’s findings, conclusion, and decision.

The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal entered in this matter is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the period shown.

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
