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The claimant timely appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed February 28, 2003 that affirmed a determination denying unemployment insurance benefits for the under AS 23.20.379.

We have reviewed the record in this case, and have considered the claimant's contentions on appeal. In his appeal he states “ I would like to change the reason for quitting my job. My main reason for quitting my job was for health reasons. I was too stressed out and was in a state of depression at that time.” 

The claimant made no mention of quitting work for health reasons at the hearing conducted on February 27, 2003. He was given a full opportunity to explain his reasons for quitting then. The  hearing record shows he quit without notice when he was asked about getting his company vehicle stuck earlier that day. He indicated he was also upset over pranks and “hazing” by coworkers. He felt management was not doing enough to correct that situation although he was told they were being disciplined. In his appeal he indicates one of those coworkers was forced to leave his job two weeks after the claimant quit.

We find no material errors in the Tribunal's findings. The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. We have previously held that an employee who has problems with a co-worker or has complaints about pay, must bring those complaints to the management's attention and give the employer an opportunity to adjust the situation before quitting.  If the worker fails to do so, any good cause is negated. Larson, Commissioner Review 9121530, November 8, 1991.The Department adopts the Tribunal's findings, conclusion, and decision.

For all of the above reasons, the decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal entered in this matter is AFFIRMED.

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570, and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30-day period, this decision is final.
