DECISION OF THE COMMISSIONER

The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed September 11, 2003 that affirmed a determination denying benefits under AS 23.20.379. The issue is whether the claimant voluntarily quit suitable work without good cause.

We have reviewed the entire record in this case. On appeal to the Department, the claimant essentially reiterates the facts she presented to the Tribunal and repeats that she did try to get the matter resolved by complaining to the owner.

We find no material errors in the Tribunal’s findings. The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. It is understandable that the claimant would be upset that other workers in the business did not make the same efforts she did to clean the work premises. However, she did not have to work overtime or otherwise have to work more hours to complete her duties. Also, although she had complained to the owner several times, she walked off the job without giving notice that conditions were driving her to quit. That action might have elicited a positive response from the employer. The Department therefore adopts the Tribunal’s findings, conclusion, and decision.

The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal entered in this matter is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the period shown.

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
