On June 10, 2004, the claimant appealed to the Department from a decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal issued in this matter on February 20, 2004. In his appeal, the claimant states that the appeal is being filed late but he "needed to get a letter of termination, lay-off from Fred Meyer Co."

Under AS 23.20.430 and 8 AAC 85.155, appeals to the Department must be filed within 30 days of the issuance of the Tribunal decision. The appeal period may be extended for a reasonable period if a circumstance beyond the control of the appellant prevented a timely appeal. Clearly, the claimant's appeal was filed beyond the 30-day appeal period. 

The claimant took no action to file an appeal for over three months from the date of the Tribunal decision. He has offered no reasonable explanation for his failure to act within the 30 days provided by the statute. Accordingly, the Department has no authority to consider this matter further and we must dismiss the appeal as untimely.

The claimant's appeal filed in this matter on June 10, 2004 is DISMISSED.
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62-560-570, and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the 30-day period, this decision is final.
