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SNUG HARBOR SEAFOODS
The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed July 30, 2008 that affirmed a determination denying benefits under
AS 23.20.379. The question before us is whether the claimant voluntarily quit suitable work without good cause.
We have reviewed the entire record in this case and we find no prejudicial errors in the findings of the Tribunal and we adopt those as our own. Though the claimant argues the Tribunal erred in holding that the supervisor of the processing department was ever the interim plant manager, we find the claimant herself testified at the hearing that the same individual was in charge of the plant when the manager was absent. In any case, that fact is not of such relevance as to have any bearing on the case.
It is clear from the record that the claimant was the moving party in her resignation and therefore, that she voluntarily quit work. It is also clear from the record that she failed to notify the employer that she was quitting. Instead, she simply stopped reporting to work due to transportation difficulties and a cut in work hours. The Tribunal concluded she did not give the employer a chance to adjust by making known her problems in getting to work.  We have considered all of the claimant’s arguments on appeal but find the conclusions and reasoning of the Tribunal to be supported by the record and thus, we will uphold the decision.
The Tribunal decision issued in this matter is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the period in question.
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
