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CLAIMANT:

The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed 

December 9, 2008, that affirmed a determination denying benefits under 
AS 23.20.378, 8AAC 85.351 and 8 AAC 85.350. The Tribunal denied benefits for a temporary period on a holding that the claimant was not able to and available for work by not having an online resume posted in the Department’s Alaska Labor Exchange System.

On appeal to the Department, the claimant argues the notice of hearing listed the issues to be heard as more broad than just the posting of her resume to ALEXsys, and that by so narrowing the scope of the hearing, the hearing officer illustrated a predetermination. The claimant further argues her intent to become re-employed, as demonstrated by her active and quantitative effort to find work, should be given more weight than posting her resume on a system she believes to be without any, or minimal results. She also complained of being unable to get through to the claim center in her three months of unemployment.
We have reviewed the entire record in this matter, and conclude the claimant was given a fair hearing and accept the Tribunal’s findings and adopt them as our own. The statute is clear that eligibility for benefits is based on adherence to Department regulations and the regulation clearly states that one of the requirements for being considered able to and available for work is posting an online resume in ALEXsys. The ALEXsys mailer sent to the claimant instructed ALEXsys inquires or clarification be directed to the job service offices.
The Department is committed to applying the law, which was correctly applied in this case. Requests for legislative changes are not within the scope of the Commissioner’s office. The Tribunal correctly applied the facts to the law. We therefore accept the Tribunal’s findings, conclusion and decision. 
The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the weeks ending October 11, 2008 through November 1, 2008. 
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
