The claimant appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed 
December 15, 2009. That decision upheld a determination denying benefits under AS 23.20.360 and AS 23.20.387 on the holding the claimant filed fraudulent claims for benefits by failing to report his work and earnings. It also upheld a determination of overpayment liability under AS 23.20.390, which includes penalties. 

In his appeal statement the claimant argues that he did not intend to get away with anything and insists he never earned over $50 per week, which is the amount he believed he could earn without penalty. He admits he made a mistake in failing to read the unemployment insurance handbook.

We have reviewed the entire record in this matter and find the claimant’s contentions on appeal unconvincing. He filled out timesheets for this employer showing he at times earned over $50 per week. More importantly, however, he certified on several of his claim forms that he had not worked in weeks that he had. We therefore accept the findings and conclusion made by the Tribunal in this matter.

We AFFIRM the decision of the Tribunal in all aspects. Benefits remain denied for the period shown and the claimant is liable for the repayment of benefits.
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
