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WILLIAMS INC
The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed September 17, 2010 that affirmed a determination denying benefits under AS 23.20.379. The issue is whether the claimant voluntarily quit suitable work without good cause.
We have reviewed the entire record in this case. On appeal to the Department, the claimant argues: “When I quit my job, I walked away from a violent situation peacefully. I notified Mr. Williams that I was leaving. There was no working things out in an atmosphere like that.”

We find no material errors in the Tribunal’s findings. The Tribunal properly applied the law to the facts. The facts show the claimant was pushed by his store manager on his last day after he accused the manager of flattening his tires. He quit immediately, but then went to the store owner with his complaint. The store owner asked him to get new tires, then return and talk to him some more. The owner then investigated the situation and a few days later he replaced the store manager. The claimant did not return to resolve the situation.

Based on the record, we agree with the Tribunal’s conclusion that the claimant testified he was not afraid of the store manager and therefore was not in immediate danger. Further, the claimant did not give the store owner an opportunity to resolve the situation rather than quitting the job immediately, even after the store manager offered to intervene. The Department therefore adopts the Tribunal’s findings, conclusion, and decision.

The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal entered in this matter is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the period shown.

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
