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CLAIMANT:

The claimant appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed December 22, 2010, that denied her request for reopening of the hearing that was scheduled for December 20, 2010. The Tribunal denied reopening on the basis that the claimant had not shown reasons beyond her control for not attending the telephonic hearing.
The claimant argued to the Tribunal that she had not called in for the hearing on time because she did not get an interpreter to help her read the hearing notice until the day after the hearing was set to take place.

In her appeal to the Department, the claimant argues that she did not read her mail timely because she has a post office box and her car was broken down.  She gives no further details on why she could not attend the telephonic hearing.

The regulation controlling in this matter specifies that a hearing may be reopened only if the party failed to appear because of circumstances beyond the party’s control. It also requires that parties requesting reopening must “explain in detail” why they failed to appear. We concur with the Tribunal in ruling that this case does not meet the requirements for reopening.
The claimant's request to reopen the hearing is denied. The decision of the Tribunal is AFFIRMED and no new hearing is to be scheduled. 
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
