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CLAIMANT:

The claimant appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed 
February 9, 2011, that denied reopening of the claimant’s appeal hearing. The claimant failed to attend a December 30, 2010 hearing and his appeal was dismissed as a default.
In his appeal to the Department, the claimant indicates he did not attend the December 30, 2010 hearing because he was traveling back and forth to Phoenix in December and did not get the hearing notice on time. He did have a conversation by telephone with someone within the Division on January 6, 2010 and was told then that his appeal was dismissed as he had missed the hearing. He goes on to state: “I was told to write a letter requesting a new hearing and had to short of time to accomplish it.” He took no further action until he spoke to the Appeals office on January 28, 2011. 
The claimant makes no explanation as to why he did not request reopening of the hearing within ten days of the hearing date as noted on the original notice of default dismissal issued December 30, 2010. Therefore, his request for reopening is untimely and no good cause is shown for an extension of the time limit. For that reason we hold the Tribunal’s refusal to reopen the hearing is in order.
The claimant's request to reopen the hearing is DENIED. 
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
