HENRY’S JANITORIAL

The claimant appealed to the Department from an Appeal Tribunal decision mailed February 1, 2013 which modified a determination that denied him benefits for a temporary period under AS 23.20.379. The Tribunal ruled that rather than voluntarily quitting suitable work without good cause, the claimant was discharged due to misconduct with his work. 

In his appeal to the Department, the claimant argues that the Tribunal did not get the facts in his case correct. He insists that he quit his job because he was only working four hours per week and it cost him too much in gas expenses to make the job worthwhile.

The Department has reviewed the entire record in this case, and accepts the findings of the Appeal Tribunal. The claimant is attempting to add some new facts that were not brought up at the hearing and he disagrees strongly with the testimony given by the employer witness. 

We will not accept any new testimony or evidence now. Though the claimant and employer gave conflicting testimony at times, we hold the Tribunal did not err in its judgment of the credibility of the testimony and evidence presented. Accordingly, we find no reason to overturn the Tribunal’s findings and conclusion that the claimant was discharged for work-connected misconduct.
The decision of the Appeal Tribunal is AFFIRMED. Benefits remain denied for the period shown in the Appeal Tribunal decision.
FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
