DECISION OF THE COMMISSIONER

The claimant appealed timely to the Department from a Tribunal reopening order mailed August 26, 2013. That order denied the claimant's request to reopen the appeal hearing scheduled for July 16, 2013. Due to the claimant's failure to attend the hearing, a default dismissal of the case was issued that affirmed a determination denying benefits for a temporary period under 
AS 23.20.080 and AS 23.20.100. 

On appeal to the Department, the claimant argues that he did not get the initial letter requesting that he attend a Reemployment Services Orientation and other claim center meetings. He indicates he lives in a boarding house and does not always get his mail timely. He did not address the fact that he did not call in for his appeal hearing or request reopening of the appeal hearing within ten days of when it was scheduled as instructed.  
The decision of the Employment Security Division Appeal Tribunal denying the claimant's request to reopen the hearing is AFFIRMED. The claimant has not shown that circumstances beyond his control prevented him from attending a telephonic hearing. Further, the underlying determination appears to be correct in light of the facts given. That determination will not be disturbed. Benefits remain denied for the period shown.

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560-570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska. Unless an appeal is filed within the 30‑day period, this decision is final.
