The claimant appealed to the Department from a Tribunal decision mailed 

August 6, 2021 that denied her request to reopen the July 23, 2021 hearing. The claimant failed to be available for the scheduled hearing and after she did not respond to a notice mailed by the Tribunal requesting good cause for failing to appear, an order dismissing the case was issued.
We have reviewed the record as it relates to the claimant’s request to reopen her hearing. We find no errors in the findings of the Tribunal and accept them as our own. They are as follows. The claimant was given notice of the hearing date, time and place and how to participate by telephone. She could not be reached by telephone at the time of the hearing and did not show good cause for not doing so by the deadline of August 2, 2021 issued by the Tribunal.
In her letter of appeal to us, the claimant argues she did not attend or respond because she did not get either the notice of telephonic hearing or the notice to show good cause. She changed her address on December 9, 2020 when the location of her job changed. The record does not include the address used by the Tribunal in sending the notices and there is nothing in the record that would support a finding that the claimant changed her address with the division or the Appeals Tribunal office after filing her initial appeal on 

June 29, 2020.
Under 8 AAC 85.153(f) a hearing may only be reopened on the showing that the party was unable to participate in the hearing due to some reason beyond his control. Because there is not record of the claimant changing her address, we agree with the Tribunal’s conclusion and decision.
The Tribunal decision issued on August 6, 2021 is AFFIRMED. The claimant’s request to reopen the hearing is denied. 

FURTHER APPEAL may be had from this decision by filing a Notice of Appeal in Superior Court for the State of Alaska within 30 days from the date of mailing of this decision as provided in AS 23.20.445, AS 44.62.560‑570 and the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.  Unless an appeal is filed within the said 30‑day period, this decision is final.
