This matter came before us in Anchorage, Alaska on the insurer's petition for reconsideration and clarification of our October 12, 1990 decision and order on the employee's claim.  Attorney Shelby L. Nuenke‑Davison represents the petitioners.  Attorney Michael J. Jensen represents the employee.  We received the petition on October 22, 1990.  We closed the record on October 30, 1990 when we next met following receipt of the petition.

FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

In our October 12, 1990 decision and order we awarded the employee some of the temporary total disability compensation and scheduled permanent partial disability compensation he sought at hearing.  We also directed the insurer to pay interest on the compensation awarded.
 On October 22, 1990 we received a petition from the insurer seeking reconsideration and clarification of parts of the decision and order.  Because of the limited time period during which reconsideration may be granted, we have considered the petition for reconsideration separately.  We find nothing in the petition which convinces us that we should reconsider our earlier decision and order.  The insurer’s petition for reconsideration is denied and dismissed.  The petition for clarification of part of the decision and order shall be adjudicated according to our normal procedures for petitions 8 AAC 45.050.

ORDER

The insurer's petition for reconsideration of our October 12, 1990 decision and order is denied and dismissed.  The insurer's petition for clarification of part of the decision and order shall be handled according to our normal procedures for petitions.

If compensation is payable under terms of this decision, it is due on the date of issue and penalty of 20 percent will accrue if not paid within 14 days of the due date unless an interlocutory order staying payment is obtained in Superior Court.

APPEAL PROCEDURES

A compensation order may be appealed through proceedings in Superior Court brought by a party in interest against the Board and all other parties to the proceedings before the Board, as provided in the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.

A compensation order becomes effective when filed in the office of the Board, and unless proceedings to appeal it are instituted, it becomes final on the 31st day after it is filed.
