Petitioners, request that we review the Re‑employment Benefits Administrator's decision was scheduled for hearing at Anchorage, Alaska on March 16, 1994.  Employee is represented by attorney Michael J. Jensen.  Petitioners are represented by attorney Timothy McKeever.


On March 4, 1994 we received a stipulation from the parties to cancel the hearing.  The stipulation represented that the issues raised in the petition had been resolved.  The stipulation went on to state that Petitioners' attorney would he out of state on March 16, 1994 so "a continuance would be necessary. . . ."


FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

AS 23.30.110(c) provides in part: "After a hearing has been scheduled, the parties may not stipulate to  change the hearing date or to cancel, postpone, or continue the hearing, except for good cause as determined by the board."


Our regulation 8 AAC 45.050(f)(1) states in part:


If an application or petition has ben filed and the parties agree (A) that there is no dispute as to any material fact, (B) to the dismissal of the claim or petition. . . . a stipulation signed by all parties may be filed, consenting to the immediate issuance of an order based upon the stipulation.


Based on the parties, stipulation that the issues raised in the petition have been resolved, we conclude there is no dispute as to any material fact.  Because there is no dispute and because the parties' stipulated to cancel the hearing, we find good cause exists to cancel the hearing.  To the extent that the parties, attempted to stipulate to continue the hearing, a continuance is unnecessary and will be denied.


Based on the above findings and our regulations, we will dismiss the petition.  Therefore, the affidavit of readiness for hearing filed by Petitioners is inoperative.


ORDER

The scheduled March 16, 1994 hearing on Petitioners request is canceled.  Petitioners, petition is dismissed.  Petitioners' affidavit of readiness for hearing is rendered inoperative.  Because the hearing has been canceled, the request for a continuance is denied.
