This matter came before us on April 22, 1994, in Anchorage, Alaska.  The employee was present and represented by attorney Michael J. Jensen.  The employee and its insurer were represented by attorney Rhonda L. Reinhold.  The record closed at the conclusion of the hearing.


PROCEDURAL BACKGROUND

At the beginning of the hearing scheduled for April 22, 1994, the parties requested it be canceled and the claim be dismissed based on a stipulation they had filed on March 25, 1994.  This stipulation, signed by all parties, states:


The employee, Denise Strauss, and her attorney, Mike Jensen, agree and stipulate to dismiss the Application for Adjustment of Claim dated June 23, 1993; withdraw the Affidavit of Readiness for Hearing dated February 23, 1994, and respectfully request the Board cancel the hearing scheduled for April 22, 1994.


We granted the parties' requests orally at the hearing and memorialize that action here.


FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

8 AA 45.050(f)(1) states in Part: “If an application has been filed and the parties agree (A) that there is no dispute as to any material fact, . . . a stipulation signed by all parties may he filed, consenting to the immediate issuance of an order based upon the stipulation.


Having reviewed the stipulation, the claim file, and argument of counsel, we find all disputes have been resolved by the parties and no issues remain before us to decide.  Based on these findings we conclude good cause exists to grant the parties, requests.


ORDER

The hearing scheduled for April 22, 1994, is canceled and the employee’s claim is dismissed.

If compensation is payable under terms of this decision, it is due on the date of issue and penalty of 25 percent will accrue if not paid within 14 days of the due date unless an interlocutory order staying payment is obtained in Superior Court.


APPEAL PROCEDURES

A compensation order may he appealed through proceedings in Superior Court brought by a party in interest against the Board and all other parties to the proceedings before the Board, as provided in the Rules of Appellate Procedure of the State of Alaska.


A compensation order becomes effective when filed in the office of the Board, and unless proceedings to appeal it are instituted, it becomes final on the 31st day after it is filed.
